GOOD NEWS ABOUT INTERNATIONAL ADOPTIONS
The May issue of the Journal of the American Medical Association has an article by Remmie Juffer and marinus H. Van Ijsendoorn which shows that internationally adopted children adjust surprisingly well  to being adopted, despite difficult beginnings and being moved to another country.  The authors analyzed all international data from 1950 to 2005 - 137 studies on adoption, involving over 30,000 adopted children in Australia, Canada, Europe, Israel, New Zealand and the United State.  They compared them with 100,000 non-adopted children, and with those adopted in their own countries.  They found that the internationally adopted children were only a little more likely to have behavioral issues such as anxiety and aggression and in fact did better than those adopted domestically in these countries. 

 

“The first years of life should not be considered as inevitable destiny.  On the contrary, most children grab the new chance offered to them,”, asserted the authors.
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
