PBS Documentary Series on Adoption
Tonight at 9 pm, the second of three  documentaries about adoption will be aired on the PBS Point of View Series.  

The first was last week, but can be seen online at the PBS Website. “Wo Ai Ni (I Love You) Mommy, follows the story of Fang Sui Yong, an 8 year-old girl adopted from China by an American family from Long Island. After leaving her foster family, language and culture behind her, shy Sui Yong transforms into someone she never expected she could be.”
Off and Running is scheduled to air on PBS tonight at 9pm.  It is “the story of Avery, an up and coming track star who was transracially adopted by a Jewish lesbian couple. Growing up with two transracially adopted brothers, Avery’s home is a typical American household, until she writes to her birthmother whose response sends her into an identity crisis.  The results of Avery’s effort to understand herself are inspiring.”
If you don’t get a chance to see this tonight, it will also be available online.

The Matter of Cha Jung Hee is the follow-up to Deann Borshay Liem’s First Person Plural (POV 2000). Even though her Korean passport said she was Cha Jung Hee, Borshay knew that’s not who she was. Adopted at the age of eight, she was told never to tell her American family her real identity. This is the story of Borshay’s return to Korea forty years later to search for the real Cha Jung Hee. It is scheduled to air on September 14.”

Course description:  
This is an introductory course for beginners and also a refreshment course for those who have had Chinese brush painting lessons.  Chinese calligraphy will be taught to enhance the understanding of the “Shui-mo” or “Xie-yi” style (free hand, impressionistic style) of painting that was favoured by scholars since the end of the Northern Song Dynasty (960-1127.)  The flowering of this style of painting during the Yuan Dynasty (1279-1368) was shown by the practice of inscribing poetry and calligraphy on the painting making the three arts work together to express the artist’s feelings. Therefore the writing of poetic phrases with the Chinese brush will be included in the calligraphy learning and practice.
 
Course objectives: 
    1.,Learn the traditional symbolic imagery in Chinese
        Xie-yi style of painting 
    2. Learn to translate calligraphic strokes into 
        painting strokes
    3. Understand the association of poetry and the painted
        imagery
    4. Learn about the principles and elements of design in 
        Chinese brush painting

Week 1-  Bamboo 
Week 2 – Plum flowers and bird
Week 3 – Bamboo/bird, plum flowers/bird composition 
Week 4 – Pine tree and rock
Week 5 – Orchid
Week 6 – Chrysanthemum 
Week 7 – Peony 
Week 8 – Rock/orchid/chrysanthemum/peony composition
Week 9 – Bamboo/pine/plum flowers composition
Week 10 –Student’s choice of imagery to create own composition.
